We had a positive meeting this week with the new Neighbourhood Manager,
Abdul Olaogun. We discussed several of the issues that had been brought to
us by residents and we considered solutions. We will report back on this.

Abdul has plans to improve the parking here by significantly increasing the
number of spaces, if the money can be found to finance the work. It will take
time but it is good news. Unfortunately, people still park thoughtlessly in ways
that block the dustcarts getting through, meaning the dustbins don't get
emptied. This sort of parking means MET parking control becomes almost
inevitable.

Also, we are making contacts with Resident Associations on other Peabody
estates with the intention of working together for the benefit of all residents.
